Summer “B” Teams Exceeding 12 Players


In order to maximize the participation of players, and, in keeping with league and tournament restrictions, the board has instituted the following guidelines for the league and head coaches who have more than 12 players on a summer team. When rosters exceed 12 members the MAB board, in conjunction with the head coach, reserves the right to deem certain players “alternates.”

Team Composition:

When all options have been exhausted, and we are left with a team of more than 12 players, an “alternate” squad may be created. Players 1-12 will have full membership on the team and will be invited to play in every game. Remaining players may be designated as “alternates.” Alternate members will play in games when needed and will be invited to every practice and team function.

When team assignments are announced the families of the alternate players will be informed that their player is an alternate. At this point, they have the option of declining the offer and, if they decline, will receive a full refund on their summer registration fee. Alternate members who remain on the team will be refunded half of the summer registration fee and will receive a uniform. 
 
Invitations to Games/Tournaments:

After the head coach has ascertained who will attend a game he will then invite alternate players as needed to bring the total number of players to a maximum of 12. For instance, if 12 full members indicate that they can attend a game then the coach will not invite an alternate member to attend the game. If, however, only 8 full members can attend, then the head coach may invite up to 4 alternates to play.

a. At no time should more than 12 dress for a game. Alternate members who are not playing in a game are invited to attend to cheer on their teammates.

b. Coaches should begin the season by collecting the vacation schedules of all players’ families. This may enable coaches to invite alternate players well in advance of certain games.

c. Coaches should try to give alternate players every reasonable chance to play in games if their team has fewer than 12 players scheduled to attend. This will require coaches to determine attendance numbers further in advance than normal. Parents of full members should be informed that their timely submission of their player’s attendance is crucial for the success of this system.

d. Coaches should rotate their invitations to alternate players. For example, if player A was invited last game, then the remaining 3 alternates (B, C, and D) should be invited to a game before A receives his next invitation.

e. Alternate members will be integrated into the game (innings in the field and at bats) at the coach’s discretion, while always meeting league/tournament minimum requirements for innings played and at bats. Families of alternate members should not expect that their player will play the full game when they are invited to play.
